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The conferees are impressed with the Labor Department’s 
partnership with the Council for Adult and Experiential Learning 
to creatively address the Nation’s shortage of nurses. The Employ- 
ment and Training Administration pilot program will allow CAEL 
and health care partners in five cities to increase the number of 
Certified Nurses Aides, Licensed Practical Nurses and Registered 

 Nurses.
